We call on
removal of the current investigating officer and appoint an experienced
investigating officer from FCS Special Unit.

Fair & Speedy Trail:

Maximum Sentence:
We demand the harshest possible punishment under the law for perpetrator(s)
to serve as a strong deterrent against Gender-Based Violence.

Support For The Survivor:
We further demand for medical, psychological and legal support for Cwecwe to
aid in her recovery and reintegration.

Stronger Policies & Protection:

We urge the government, the juries and relevant authorities to strengthen
policies addressing Gender-Based Violence. Improve the safety measures at
Matatiele schools and surrounding areas.

Failure on Demands:
We will approach a higher court (Supreme Court of South Africa)
